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ISCoS (The International Spinal Cord Society) has approach the world bodies including WHO, UN, UNICEF, etc to declare 5th September as an official SCI Day. In this sense ISCOS, following the recommendation of its Prevention Committee, has decided to observe  on September 5th of verey year the  “Spinal Cord Injury Day”, with the goal to increase spinal cord injury (SCI) awareness amongst the general public.
WFNR and the SCI SIG believe that this commemorative day has become an opportunity for the people living in this planet to recognize a human condition, that can happen to any of us, making positive changes to understand better  the lives of people with SCI and their families. 
We believe that the awareness day could ensure greater chances of success of prevention programs. In a living world, where time and space become precious, to know that a disable condition compel an individual to be dependent is terrible. But we need to understand, that despite the disability, independent daily living activities is possible, but society need to be aware that the disable individual in order to be independent may need more help, more space and more time,  allowing the spinal cord injured to lead an inclusive life.
The Masterclass on the Management of Bladder, Bowel & Sexual Dysfunction in Spinal Cord Injury and Neural Tube Defects organized in May 2017 under the patronage of WFNR (World Federation of Neurorehabilitation) had the objective to be a commemorative day for the spinal cord injury, had the aim to reduce the "gap" of knowledge and to homologate the management and methods of spinal cord injury in the world, especially in emerging countries.
The Masterclass is  already looking to the future, trying to organize annually and ensure completion of educational materials, giving concreteness to a high-level scientific program.
The Masterclass in the near future will be a suitable place to disclose the essential measures to guarantee the right to education and economic participation of spinal cord injury in less developed countries. May accommodate legislators, politicians, members of associations of spinal cord injuries, rehabilitation technicians, experts in the field to discuss and propose solutions related to clinical, social, legislative and education. It will also promote spinal cord injury awareness, encouraging positive attitudes towards people with spinal cord injury and reintegration into society.
