The German Society of Neurorehabilitation (DGNR) is active on the following subject:

1.
Financial reimbursement
In Germany a system of diagnosis related group (DRG’S) has been established for the reimbursement of hospitals. Where as rehabilitation even of in patients is not considered as a part of hospital care, early rehabilitation is (of patients still in need of hospital care). As the duration of early neurorehabilitation is very variable the present solution is a flat rate from day 1 to 27 and daily rates from day 28 of hospital stay. 

2.
Guidelines are in preparation for rehabilitative treatment of motor deficits in stroke. We assume that guidelines may be completed at the end of 2008.

3.
Specialization in neurology only includes very basic knowledge in neurorehabilitation. As Germany has a long tradition of specialized rehabilitation (neurorehabilitation, cardiological rehab and orthopedic rehab done by the specialists in the field and not MD’s specialized in PMR) and as sector neurorehab beds is about the same size as acute neurology (both app. 1500 beds in Germany). The DGNR is preparing a curriculum for specialization in neurorehabilitation in addition to the neurological, neurosurgical or neuropediatric specialization. 

4.
DGNR has established a certificate for neurorehabilitation centers consisting of an elaborate questionnaire and an inspection of the center by two experienced heads of the other neurorehabilitation centers.
