Activities Performed in year 2006 by Turkish Society of PMR Specialists

1. Continued medical education meetings were performed every last Friday. Topics were:

a. Cognitive assessment and rehabilitation of patients with brain injury. By Ankara University Department of PMR. This team is trained and inspired kindly by Prof Barbara Wilson from UK.

b. Assessment and treatment of swallowing disorders in patients with brain injury. Ankara Rehabilitation Center.
c. Sports for handicaps. By Gulhane Military Academy.

d. Telecommunication in medical rehabilitation. By Hacettepe University.

e. Amputee rehabilitation and prosthetics. By Gulhane Military Academy. 
2. The journal `Physical Medicine` was continued to be published three times a year. 
3. A close collaboration was kept with Turkish Medical Association in terms of public health, prevention, man power, research and ethical issues in rehabilitation. 
4. Two new standard national patient evaluation and follow-up forms were studied on for patients with brain injury and spinal cord injury. The data from these forms will be transferred to national database.
5. A hands-on course titled “Assessment in Neurorehabilitation” was performed in Ankara to 135 participants. After a short introduction, participants were taken to 5 university affiliated rehabilitation wards and trained on volunteer patients with stroke and spinal cord injury regarding Brunnstrom Motor Recovery Stage, Modified Ashworth Scale, FIM and ASIA.   
6. Medical Rehabilitation Symposium was held in Ankara with the participation of 540 rehabilitation professionals. Up-to-date evidence–based review of acquired brain injury and spinal cord injury rehabilitation was presented and a basis for further development of this important area in rehabilitation was given. The topics in the symposium were brain plasticity, neuropharmacology, neuroimaging, motor control, spasticity, motor and physical training, outcome measures for brain and spinal cord injury rehabilitation, evidence for rehabilitation programs and follow-up studies after rehabilitation programs.
